Mine spend their days enjoying the air conditioner vents, digging big holes to cool off in, and drinking lots of water! 
 
Speaking of heat and cooling off . . . BE SURE TO TURN THE ROOF FAN OFF BEFORE YOU CLOSE THE BACK 
DOOR AT THE TRAINING BUILDING!!! I have dropped by the building twice during the day and found the building 
locked up tight and the fan going.  This will burn up the motor, and NDTC went to significant expense last year to have that 
fan installed.  You certainly do not want to have to be responsible for replacing it.
