Proposed Amendment to the Constitution and Bylaws

Apple Dog Treats

* 2 cups whole wheat flour

* 1/2 cup unbleached flour

* 1/2 cup cornmeal

* 1 apple, chopped or grated
* 1 egg, beaten

* 1 thsp. brown sugar, packed
* 3/8 cup water

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Spray
cookie sheet with vegetable oil spray.
Lightly dust work surface with pour.
Blend pours and cornmeal in large
mixing bowl. Add apple, egg, oil,
brown sugar and water; mix until
well blended.

On poured surface, roll dough out to
one inch thickness. Cut with cookie
cutters of desired shape and size.
Place treats on prepared sheet.

Bake in preheated oven 35 to 40
minutes. Turn off oven. Leave door
closed 1 hour to crisp treats. Remove
treats from oven.

Store baked treats in airtight
container or plastic bag and place in
refrigerator or freezer.

MAKES 2 to 2 1/2 dozen

Pupsicles

* 32 oz. plain nonfat yogurt
* 3/4 oz. water

* 1 tsp. chicken boullion
(powdered or granules,
or 1 cube)

Dissolve boullion in water. Combine
water and yogurt in blender and
blend thoroughly. Pour into small
plastic containers, cover with tin foil
and freeze

You can recycle the little plastic tubs
that come with vanilla ice cream
in them that hold about 1/2 cup, or
freeze them in ice cube trays.

You can make them with fruit instead
of boullion to eat yourself and share
with your pooch. Dogs love them and
you will too!

HEAT STROKE: KNOW THE SIGNS

As the temperatures rise and we get deeper into the summer months, itis
important to remember to watch your dog for signs of overheating. A rise of
3A from the normal body temperature of between 1014 and 1024 is all it takes
to put your dog in a dangerous situation. Temperatures of 108A begin to cause
damage to the organ systems at a cellular level, and can be fatal in a very short
amount of time.

Be watchful for early signs of heat stroke:

A Rapid breathing

A Dry mouth and nose

A Rapid heart rate

A Dull, greyish-pink, or red gums. This is an emergency.

Even at the earliest stages of heat stroke, you may be yghting for your dogés

life. You must get him or her to a veterinarian as soon as possible. The above
symptoms can be followed in minutes by collapse, seizures, coma and death.

If your dog does begin to exhibit any of these signs, get them to the shade as
quickly as possible. Try to reduce their body temperature on the way to the
vet, but do so gradually and carefully.

Remember to provide plenty of water when competing or exercising and take
frequent breaks in the shade to cool down. And of course, never leave your
dog in a hot car, where temperatures can rise a surprising 34A per minute.

Some handlers bring towels in a cooler full of ice and drape them over the
dogbs body when they are competing in high temperatures. There are also
cooling vests that can be purchased from a number of online retailers.

Know the signs of heat stroke and be prepared to act fast. Stay safe in the sun
this summer!

My dad really
understood how a dogfs brain works
and that each dog has a distinctive
personality. My uncle always had
performance dogs of some kind,
usually English setters with whom
he hunted, who were also very much
members of the family. He took up
breeding Siberian huskies and sled
dog racing in his yfties and raced all
over New England.

What made you decide on an Irish
Wolfthound? My last dog, Maggie,
was a yellow Lab and she was fourteen
years of fiall-go.0 | had her for quite a
few years, most of them when | was
single, and we were so close. Her
passing broke my heart, so | wasndt
anxious to get another dog right away.
| spent about four years researching
more laid-back breeds. | had always
wanted an Irish Wolfhound, but I had
never really known one. Then | began
running into Mac, an IW, and his
owners, on a pretty regular basis. Mac
was this coupleds fourth or yfth IW, so
they knew the breed pretty well, and
| asked a lot of questions. One day
after running into Mac and his people,
I went home and told Jake, fil have
found my dream dog.o

How much does Willie eat? A lot,
and itds a homemade diet. I try to eat
as healthily as he does.

What is your biggest training
challenge? It is a yne line between

keeping Willie enthusiastic and getting
him too excitedéand when | get
excited, he gets excited. After he Qdd
the yrst time in Novice A, | got excited
and Willie took a victory lap around
the ring. The more people laugh at or
clap for him, the more ficreatived he
becomes and that has not always been
fun.

But the biggest challenge is to keep
his fans and folks who are interested
in petting him and asking a million
guestions about the breed away from
him right before we go into the ring, so
neither of us loses focus.

Sometimes in Rally, the stations are too
close together or placed awkwardly for
a giant breed, but the judges welcome
input on this and are great about
moving things when you point out a
potential problem.

IWs are extremely sensitive and harsh
corrections can make them shut down
permanently, so | have to be as positive
as possible and convince him that he
wants to do what | want him to do.

What are your short term and long
term training goals? | had to take a
lot of time off this year because | broke
my arm rather severely in January,
have had to do a lot of physical therapy,
and just had surgery on it a couple of
days ago.

One of my short-term goals is tuning
up our Rally exercises and getting
back into our old team rhythm. Long-
term goals have a way of revealing
themselves a little at a time, and | refuse
to get stuck on something T just because
it is a goal T which might prevent us
from accomplishing something great
that I didndt even know existed. That
is how it has always happened for us
and we have been happy and successful
with this philosophy. We wouldnit have
discovered Lure Coursing if | hadnit
been open to trying something totally
new. We will pursue Williets CDX
after we ynish his RAE. He already has
many of the exercises down.

What was your proudest moment
competing with Willie? | cranked the
CD player in my car with the Boston
Police Pipers on full-blast and cried

tears of pride all the way home the
day he took First Place and got his CD,
but I am always proud of Willie. He
is gentle, kind, and sensitive. He is a
lover of nature and is sweetly curious
about his fellow creatures, from
butterpies to horses. He smells the
powers, literally and yguratively, and
enjoys the moment. He expresses true
and infectious glee the second he feels
it and thinks the world is ylled with
people who canft wait to meet him.
He has marched in St. Patrickis Day
parades in front of a siren-sounding
yre engine and behind pooping horses
just because he wants to be with me
and he thinks the Overton Marching
Band is playing only for him. The night
after my surgery | awoke to his huge
and very serious face peering down at
me in the dark, just checking to see if
I was all right. He doesndt counter- or
even coffe-table surf, even if he is
home alone. We are the worldés best
travelling companions and he has even
learned how to communicate that he
wants the air conditioning in the motel
room turned up.

He is my heart and | am his, and he is
absolutely the dog of my life.

Mixed Breed Survey Results

In February and March of 2007, the
American Kennel Club conducted a survey
of purebred dog fanciers on the topic of
possibly creating a mixed breed listing
service and allowing them to compete
in certain AKC events. The purpose of
the survey was to gather input from the
core constituency regarding this concept
and to pinpoint areas requiring additional
research.

Overall, the 21,000 dog owners who
completed the survey supported the idea of
an AKC Mixed Breed Program. 76 percent
of those surveyed have either owned, or
now own, a mixed breed dog.

Based on survey results and general
comments that were received, the AKC has
developed a list of likely parameters that an
AKC Mixed Breed program would have:

A Mixed breed dogs would be listed or
enrolled, not registered.

A Within AKC systems, mixed breed dogs
would be identiyed as fimixed breed,0
not a speciyc hybrid combination.

A Mixed breed dogs would only be eligible
for Agility, Obedience, Rally and
Tracking.

A Clubs would have the option to offer
mixed breed classes. They would not be
required to offer mixed breed classes.

A Mixed breed dogs must be spayed or
neutered to compete.

A Mixed breed dogs would not be eligible
to compete at the Agility/Obedience
National Championships or at the
Agility/Obedience Invitational.

A Mixed breed dogs must compete in
separate classes.*

*When introducing the concept of this program, AKC
staff assumed there would only be support for mixed
breed dogs competing in separate classes, however
survey results show that a majority support combined
classes. Therefore, they are continuing to consider
both options.
