Below is a first-hand account of Debbie Cutters and Ariel’s TDX/VCD3 run as it appeared on one of the tracking lists. As one of our
members noted, “This is the kind of story that brings tears to the eyes of anyone who tracks.” It was written by Karyl Parks and we reprint
it here, with permission, as a salute and a fond farewell to our fellow club member, mentor, and friena, Debbie Cutter.

April 18, 2010: Track 4, Scottish deerhound. This was a beautiful working team, well prepared, and clicking together. Dog left the start,
made an accurate turn. She has a cute little trot as she worked her way down the track. Her tail signals happily when she’s on. She was
easy to read by all watching.

She clicked off turn 2, turn 3, where she entered a scenic little spot, where it was a scent obstacle and moment of courage for the handler.
We knew the scent in the obstacle would be favorable for the dog, but an act of courage for the handler to follow. The track went into heavy
cover trimmed to allow passage, but not obvious to the handler that access would be possible.

As it were, it proved to be a motivating obstacle to the dog, as she busted the heavy cover, slid down a bank, across a scenic gurgling
brook, and over a fence, negotiating the obstacle portion of the test. The handler never had time to question courage or track honesty. The
dog made a sure turn and then after the turn, stopped to investigate ... whatever dogs investigate. Something had obviously happened
in the area of her interest, but soon she gave it up and went on to find article 1.

This leg was also a huge test of handler courage, but the dog did not let her handler down. She investigated the next turn, busted through
the cross tracks, and carefully investigated the next turn, before accurately taking the correct course. She then came to the cross tracks,
investigated each of the two walkers very thoroughly but never indicated to the handler that this was anything more than a place of inter-
est, when she resumed on the normal track, made the turn, and went on to the glove.

This was a very beautiful team to watch, who had obviously put in a lot of sweat equity. Both communicated and worked well together.
When she was on, she exuded her confidence, and even non-trackers could easily read this dog. The handler was also very supportive
of her dog. NICE JOB. Consistant trackers.

SC MX MXJ and TDX!) owned handled and bred by Deborah Cutter of Lebanon Tennesseg, and kudos to co-breeder Joan Shagan.

This team was well prepared, beautiful handling and a joy to watch. We also were doubly thrilled to find that Deborah was relocating to
our area soon, in a job transfer, and is a new candidate as a club member.
